Ordinance Updates
Several ordinances have already been passed, and the Planning Commission will be reviewing a batch of additional
ordinances that will be forwarded to City Commission in the future. They include the rental inspection, outdoor sales and

cafes, signs, and some other zoning sections.

City Administration Office Space

I’'m working with the attorney on getting more information regarding a proposed lease at Washington Life Center.

Downtown/Beach Parking
I've forwarded the recent traffic control information to the county to update the draft parking map they created. We have a

grant application out for improvements at the beach and should have a response sometime in June.

Sidewalks
Bids are back on the agenda for approval and once obtained we can move forward with the work.

North Mary Sewer Project
Work has started on the project and it is planned to be complete by the end of next week.

TIFA Strategy
Since the decision to move forward with terminating the TIFA | have been working with the attorney on our next steps,

which include freezing non contractual spending, removing the collection from the future tax bill, and working with our
auditor to determine the amounts due to taxing authorities.

Safe Routes to Schools
We have received notification that the federal government has obligated the funds for the project, and received bid

documents. We hope to have the bids completed in June, with construction after school is out.

Redevelopment Ready Communities Program
I have forwarded the signed resolution to the MEDC and they should begin their review of our ordinances, Master Plan, and
other pertinent documents in the 3™ quarter of 2018. Planning Commission will also continue working on ordinance

updates with this program in mind.

Paul Dingeman has been doing some research and may have an option for us to provide a microphone/speaker system for

our meetings. | hope to have a proposal at the next meeting.

Personnel Policy & Procedure Manual — Separation Payout
| have started reviewing this document based on feedback from a previous meeting.

The county is willing to include the sale of the vacant Bruce Street property as part of their public auction this summer. We

contacted the State regarding the boat launch that was cut into the Belle River at Pittsburgh, and issued a violation notice
from DPW for work done within the road easement. | am working on putting some spreadsheets together for the
infrastructure improvements. The subcommittee met and discussed signage and will be meeting again next week for
further discussions. | will be working with the treasurer and auditor on our OPEB plan to present to the State. | have also
been working with DPW on a resident drainage issue. Future agenda items include Charter amendments and forming
Emergency Response Committee to develop local guidelines.

Public Hearing ~ Appeal #18-02 — William & Amy Tranchemontagne, 330 North
Market Street

Chairperson Weil announced that the Zoning Board of Appeals would conduct a Public
Hearing to receive public comments for and against the proposed Variance Request by
William & Amy Tranchemontagne, for property located at 330 North Market Street. The
Variance Request was to increase the size of an existing shed from 6’ x 10’ to 7’ x 16’

Chairperson Weil opened the Public Hearing at 7:34pm.
Applicant William Trachemontagne approached the Board and stated that the reason they
requested the variance was due to the fact that the current shed was not large enough to

store all of their equipment and they were looking to improve their home. He also stated
that the shed was grandfathered in since it was an existing nonconformity.

The Board inquired about the existing concrete slab and whether it would be increased
for the proposed shed.

The applicant stated that the shed would be extended towards the driveway and be
temporarily removed in order for the foundation to be lengthened to fit the new shed size.

Commissioner Bassham questioned if the shed was always in the current location.
The applicant confirmed that it was in that location when they purchased the home.

Commissioner Cottrell inquired if there was a rat wall and how close the shed was to the
neighbor at 326 North Market Street.

The applicant responded that he was unsure if there was a rat wall and that he believed
the shed would be approximately three feet or less from the neighbor’s lot line.

Chairperson Weil read the following letters aloud in regard to the Variance Request:

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e Mildred Kubiak, 326 North Market Street — spoke in favor of approving the Variance
as it would allow them adequate storage for their equipment and she felt it would
not block anyone’s view.

e Jay Saph, 344 North Market Street — spoke in opposition of the Variance as he felt
that they needed to comply with current zoning requirements and the Board should
not approve a Variance that would make it even less compliant. He felt that the
purchasers knew what they were buying and it was their obligation to research
zoning laws prior to the purchase.

The Board asked if a building permit would be needed to increase the shed. Building
Official Wilburn stated that a structure 120 square feet and under did not require a building
permit, but required a zoning permit.

City Commissioner Turner said that the applicants had a unique circumstance due to
living on the water and the street side being considered the back of the house.

Kayla Emery, 331 North Market Street, questioned why the variance was being
considered since their previous requests had been denied. She stated that the proposed
shed would not meet current code and that the applicants knew what they bought when
they purchased the home. She felt that it was their responsibility to check into zoning
requirements before buying a home. She also said that in her opinion the application
didn’t show how close the shed would be to the neighbor at 326 North Market Street.

Chairperson Weil responded by stating that each case needed to be treated individually.
Chairperson Weil closed the Public Hearing at 8:04pm.

Commissioner Cottrell stated that he was concerned about how close the proposed
structure was to the applicant’s house as well as the neighbor at 326 North Market Street.

Commissioner Bassham said he was concerned with reducing the setbacks as it was
already an existing nonconformity. He reminded the Board that the Variance stayed with
the property.

Motion by City Commissioner Turner, seconded by Chairperson Weil, to approve Appeal
#18-02 based on the record as a whole including the application, Building Official
Wilburn's report, the applicant testimonial, and the unique circumstance presented.

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Medicinal Marijuana and the Opioid Epidemic: A Summation of Multiple Studies

While there has been stark controversy rooted around the effect(s) of medicinal
marihuana on the opioid epidemic, access to medicinal marijuana has been proven by
numerous studies to significantly reduce opioid related use rates, dispensing rates,
prescription rates and death rates.

A study labeled “Medical Cannabis Laws and Opioid Analgesic Overdose
Mortality in the United States, 1999-2010" looked at medical marijuana laws and death
certificate data in all 50 states between the years of 1999 and 2010. Researchers swiftly
noted that rates of fatal opioid overdoses were significantly lower in states that had
legalized medical marijuana. In 2010 alone, states with legalized medical marijuana saw
approximately 1,700 fewer opioid-related overdose deaths. The annual rate of opioid
overdose deaths decreased by 25 percent on average following the passage of medical
marijuana laws, compared to states that still had bans.

A study published by the Minnesota Department of Health assessed the
prescription drug usage patterns of 2,245 intractable pain patients participating in the
sate’s medical cannabis access program. Among those patients known to be taking
opiates for pain upon enrollment in the program, 63 percent “were able to reduce or
eliminate opioid usage after six months.” The researchers assert that the findings of this
study are conclusive with and similar to findings in other states’ with medical cannabis
programs including Illinois, Michigan and New Mexico.

A separate study conducted by Israeli scholars and researchers assessed the safety
and efficacy of cannabis in a cohort composed of 1,200 cancer patients during a period of
six months. Ninety-six percent of patients “reported an improvement in their condition.”
While nearly half of the respondents reported either decreasing or eliminating their use of
opioids during the specified treatment period.

An additional study entitled “Association Between US State Medical Cannabis
Laws and Opioid Prescribing in the Medicare Part D Population” studied data from
Medicare, which mostly covers people over the age of 65. The researchers found a 14
percent reduction in opioid prescriptions in states that allow easy access to medical
marijuana. They estimate that dispensary program reduced the number of opioid
prescriptions by 3.7 million daily doses. While states that allowed homegrown marijuana
for medical use saw an estimated 1.8 million fewer pills dispensed per day. This study
shows that granting pain patients access to dispensaries allows medical cannabis to be
more effective in reducing both opioid prescription and dispensing rates.

At this time, they would come back to the City Commission
for final approval. Mr. Moran said there was no planned cost to the city other than the use
of the Department of Public Works to make the sign installations.

Elaine,

At the May 3, 2018 City Commission meeting, it was questioned whether or not a
contractor needed to be licensed through the State of Michigan to work in a City
easement. After talking to our MDOT permit agent, Michael Erickson, it was determined
that if this was a Federal or State funded project and they were preparing the Request
For Proposals then, yes, the contractor would need to be licensed. Also, he informed
me that MDOT allows homeowners to replace their sidewalks and approaches if they
get a Right-Of-Way Permit, meet the insurance requirements and have the areas
inspected before it's poured. Additionally, they allow homeowners to hire a contractor of
their choice to do the work. Lastly, he stated that they have no jurisdiction over our local
and major road easements.

Furthermore, | spoke with the following groups and individuals who reported the
subsequent information:

¢ St. Clair County Road Commission only requires a Certificate of Insurance to be
on file to work in their easements.

e Tetra Tech Engineer, Ken Kingsley, stated that a contractor only needs the City
required insurance.

e The City of Port Huron Permit Department only requires a Certificate of
Insurance, but in certain circumstances requires a bond.

In conclusion, | can find no evidence that a license is needed to work in the easements
of the City. Marine City is not using any Federal or State money to repair sidewalks and
the contractor that was awarded the bid holds all the insurance requirements that were
requested in the bid package. Therefore, | am requesting the recommendation | gave



you at the May 3, 2018 City Commission meeting for the Sidewalk Inspection Program
be accepted.

I've received several inquiries regarding the budgeted amounts for wages. |, along with the
Treasurer, provide the following as an explanation:

There is a contractual obligation for 1% raises for Teamsters, which is what is budgeted.
For POAM a 2% increase was included during budget department head meetings, which
is in the budget, but is subject to negotiations as a wage reopener in their contract. A 2%
increase was also included in the budget during department head meetings, and is included
in the budget, however | have stated that there will be no non-union raises this year. Please
note that due to the complexity of the budgets and nominal amount the changes were not
reflected from the requested to the recommended budgets.

In an effort to provide more detail, we again included supplemental information to the
budget that reflects the estimated wages. Attached are the wage summaries that were
included in this year's and last year’s budget workbooks. The information is consistent with

the above.

We understand the importance of transparency and look to improve our reporting of this
information in future budgets. | hope that this explanation provides clarity regarding wages.

Re: FY 2018/2019 Budgets

Upon completing department budget sessions we had a shortfall of about $30,000 in the general fund and over $100,000 in the
water/sewer fund. Through further reducing some expenses and prioritizing improvements we were able to balance the general fund
and reduce the deficit in the water/sewer budget by over $80,000. There is still about a $30,000 deficit in the water/sewer budget,
primarily due to the timing of the payment for the camel and upcoming bonds that will be paid off. This will not be an issue in the next
fiscal budget so | do not see the necessity to further increase water/sewer rates to make up the difference - there will be an annual
cost of living increase in those rates of 2.2%

Highlights in the budget include park improvements, construction for Safe Routes to School, purchase of a patrol car, water/wastewater
plantimprovements, and continuation of the sidewalk improvement program. The DPW budget includes an additional parttime position
and funding beach attendants another year. The Recreation budget net loss is increasing from last year and continuation of the
program has been a topic of discussion the last couple of years. With the exception of a few programs participation has been light,
and many scheduled programs were cancelled. The status of some employees has changed and is reflected in benefit costs.

In addition to the budgets, the Infrastructure Committee has been hard at work developing a plan for city wide improvements. They
are reviewing the street and infrastructure capital improvement plans and should be providing the City Commission with a
recommendation in the future. Their plan would partially utilize fund balances in Streets and Water/Sewer. This, along with several
other issues including the termination of TIFA, future plans for city offices, purchase of a patrol car, continuance of the K9 program,
and some minor park improvements were discussed at the Budget Workshop.
